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A circumpolar constellation, visible from Ireland all year round. In mythology, Andromeda was the daughter of Cassiopeia, who was saved by Perseus from the sea-monster Cetus. One finds Andromeda by finding Cassiopeia first: Andromeda is beside Cassiopeia, on the far side from Polaris.

Alpheratz (Alpha Andromedae) - A blue-white star, 120 ly away, Magnitude 2.1

Mirach (Beta Andromedae) – A magnitude 2.1 red giant, 75 ly away.

Alamak (Gamma Andromedae) – An outstanding triple star 330 ly away, the third member of the group will be unresolvable for several years to come.

Delta Andromedae – An orange giant, mag. 3.3, 175 ly away.

M31 (The Andromeda Galaxy) – A giant spiral galaxy 2.4 million ly away. M31 is the most distant object visible with the naked eye, to which it appears as an elliptical fuzzy patch. In photographs, the galaxy covers about 3º of sky. M31 is accompanied by its two satellite galaxies M32 & M110.

NGC 752 – A dispersed open cluster of about 60 stars at a distance of 1,300 ly.

NGC 7662 – One of the finest planetary nebulae in the sky, about 4,200 ly away. At magnifications of 100x it appears as a blue-green elliptical ball. The central star is only visible in large telescopes.
